Notre Dame Cathedral update: Four years after a

devastating fire, the date of the reopening of Notre Dame Cathedral in Paris

has been set for Dec. 8, 2024, at 11:15 a.m., according to Philippe Villeneuve,
the architect leading the reconstruction.
