Science and faith respond to different questions about reality. Science studies what exists and how it works. It studies and experiments on physical reality. Faith asks the question of why about reality. Why are we here? Where did we come from? Where are we going? What is the purpose of it all? They do not contradict because they both study reality in different but important ways.

The book of Genesis describes the way God creates but it is not trying to be specific about the scientific process. It is telling us where we came from and the purpose of our lives. So the 7 days helps to capture that God creates out of nothing, orders everything with purpose and meaning, and at the peak of creation is the human person, whom he creates in his image and likeness. Genesis is not trying to say that God created in 7 literal days. It is using a figurative or poetic speech to speak about an event that occurred long ago and in a real sense continues.

Evolution is a theory that talks about how creation developed from the first moment of time, that is, after creation had already begun. It does not contradict the purpose and meaning of creation, which comes from God alone.

29. What is relativism? Why is it wrong?
Relativism means that what is true for me is not necessarily true for you. Or that there is no such thing as absolute truth.
  
Relativism is incorrect because there are absolute truths about reality and there are more specifically, certain absolute dogmatic and moral truths. For example, fire is hot whether we believe it or not. The spray of a skunk smells whether we think so or not. Killing another person is morally wrong whether we like it or not. Stealing is always wrong as well. If there are no moral absolute truths, then stealing is only wrong for those who believe in that principle. If someone believes stealing is morally right, they may very well steal from you and think nothing of it. Yet the way we order our societies based on law presumes certain moral absolute truths, like the wrongness of stealing for example. It is always wrong to steal. And you can be criminally prosecuted for such behavior. There are also certain dogmatic truths that are absolutely truth like our belief that Jesus is truly present in the Eucharist and that Jesus was fully God and fully man. 


Throughout human history and even in the Catholic Church, relativism has led to all sorts of wrongs being done, like slavery, human trafficking, abortion, and many forms of abuse. There has been corruption and sin in the life of the Church from the beginning. This began with Judas Iscariot who betrayed Jesus but even with His Other Apostles who fled at the moment of His passion and death. So throughout history, the faithful have fallen into sin, from those in leadership as popes, bishops, priests, and deacons to the lay faithful. The reason why we remain Catholic in spite of the sin of the past and the present is because the Church was established by Christ and teaches the fullness of truth. We know the truthfulness in part because for those who do follow the teachings of Christ and His Church, they become fully alive and truly happy or what we call saints. So too we are called to reject sin and relativism, even as we still see it present in the Church, and so follow the command of Christ to be his disciples.

First, it was a practice in the early Church that all were baptized, regardless of age. Two, parents have care for their children so just as we will have them get vaccines or take them to school, even if they do not want to, we also want the best for our child. Baptism is good for the child – it makes one a child of God. Three, it washes away original sin and promises eternal life. Four, it plants the seed of faith so that at the age of 7 or 15 the child can more readily say I believe.

48. If the Catholic faith is true, why are there so many other religions?

There is a natural desire in all of us for God. We are made in God’s image and likeness. We are made for God. After original sin, it is not easy for us to know God as our first parents did. But we still seek him. Most religion is rooted then in this desire for God. We seek God out as best we can from what we can see and observe. But what we come to understand is only the partial truth. Why? Because you and I are fallible and are prone to error. So while we might intuit certain correct things about God, we most likely will get many wrong as well.
What is different about the Catholic faith is that this is not man’s search for God. Rather it is God’s search for man. God reveals Himself to us. This is called Revelation. God speaks to us about who He is. We do not make it up. He tells us who He is. God reveals and we respond with faith. He reveals who He is through His Son Jesus Christ and by the miracles and deeds He accomplishes, most especially his Resurrection. This gives to us evidence of the truth of His revelation. 
49. Why do we confess to a priest when we can just talk to God about our sins?
First, when we go to a priest for confession, we are going to God. We do not separate these actions. The priest acts in the person of Jesus.

Two, Jesus tells us to confess.
Three, we need to say our sins out loud. It is not enough to admit them in private. In private we can still rationalize them away. By saying them out loud to the priest we own up to our sins.

Four, we need to hear that we are forgiven. We hear this in confession. And the priest has the power to offer forgiveness because he acts in the name of Jesus.

Compare it to a situation with a friend. You betray them in a terrible way. Well If you are going to ask for forgiveness, you will need to own up for what you did. You cannot just say please forgive me. As well, you will greatly desire to hear the words “I forgive you”. If we need this in our human relationships, how much more with God. God is perfect and our sins against Him are great indeed. So He gives to us a similar means to reconcile through Confession. 
50. Why can’t women be priests?

We remember that in the garden God creates man and woman in His image and likeness. They together share God’s image and likeness. They are equal but they are also different. They both bring different gifts. We experience this in the family. Mom is not dad and dad is not mom. They both bring different gifts, of the masculine and the feminine.
Now if the Church is like a family as well, then we expect man and woman to bring different gifts to the Church. And that is what we see. Jesus chose men to be apostles, the priests of the Church. But notice, he never had to call women, only men. 
Women naturally followed him and believed in him. You see this in the Church as well. It is women that are often leading their children and their men to the Church. They are the one who are most often seen as catechists, leading groups, involved in choir and liturgy. They are the heart of the Church and so necessary. Men are also called to serve in choir, as catechists, lead groups and serve in the liturgy. The men take more work but the priesthood also gives them their role and leaves a place for the masculine gift alongside the feminine. 
Our modern culture tells us man and woman are exactly the same. That is a lie. They are equal in dignity but different in their gifts. And we need to celebrate the gifts. The gifts come from God.

The wealth that many refer to in the Church are things that the Church cannot sell. Priceless artwork or chapels like the Sistine Chapel. How would you sell that? Most parishes around the world operate on very tight budgets. There is not a lot of money just sitting around.

As well, someone will argue we should just build very simple churches and not spend money on them, on nice vessels for the altar, stained glass windows, or vestments for the priest. But beauty inspires. In fact, many people come to know Christ through the beauty of a church. And others are more willing to give and serve others when they encounter the beauty of God in a church.

60. Why does God permit suffering?
Suffering is not a part of the original plan of creation. Suffering enters in through original sin. There is suffering that is caused by our own choices. There is suffering that we experience as discipline from God who desires to make us holy. And there is suffering we experience as part of the created world, even within our own bodies.
 
The first type of suffering is manmade. That is to say, much of the suffering in the world is caused by the bad choices we make that hurt others and ourselves. We say something negative about another person or take something that does not belong to us. We exercise our free will but in evil ways. However, without a free will, we cannot choose to love and to love God. So God permits our bad choices or what we call sins.
 
The second type of suffering is not suffering as an evil. Rather it is similar to the experience of training for a sport. While we tire in the body, we realize the good we are trying to accomplish. So God also uses this type of suffering, which is really more a discipline, to make us into holy men and women. This may be a moment where God permits sadness in our hearts to point us to where true happiness is found.
 
The third type of suffering is a result of original sin. This is physical and emotional forms of suffering like cancer and other diseases as well as mental illnesses. This type of suffering is a result of the disorder that has befallen the world as a result of original sin. Not only do we not always act as we should, but neither does the world itself, including our own bodies.
 

All suffering has meaning because our salvation comes through Jesus who suffered for us. His suffering became a means of salvation. So now when we suffer, we can unite our suffering to his, and it becomes a powerful prayer, that can work to save us and others. Why? Because it is united to his suffering that saves us and we are part of his body as we are part of the Church.

When you die at the end of your life, you go before God in what we call particular judgment. There your life is judged before God who alone can judge us to eternal life or hell. From there we are either judged to hell, purgatory, or heaven.
Hell is a place reserved for those who choose against God. It is said that hell is locked from the inside. People in hell have chosen not to love God or their neighbor. They are wrapped up in themselves. God cannot force anyone to love him or their neighbor. So those that choose against God choose hell and are sent to hell.

The world itself will be recreated and we will receive our bodies once again but not this weak and mortal body. Rather we will receive our glorified bodies, that do not age or grow weak.

Before Jesus left this earth, he established the Church upon Peter and the 12 Apostles. They would continue to proclaim the Gospel, celebrate the Sacraments, and serve the poor and marginalized. Jesus never mentioned anything about writing or a bible at all. 

Rather it was his first followers who during the 1st century, wrote the New Testament and joined it with the Old Testament. Only by the 4th century were all the Gospels, letters, and other books brought together in what we call the bible. What did the early Catholic Christians do before then? They listened to the stories of Christ as the early followers of Jesus told them. The teachings and stories about Christ were passed on orally. Eventually they wrote down much of this in writing. And these Gospels and letters were copied and passed around. We have certainty about the truth of these scriptures because Jesus Himself promised He would send the Holy Spirit to remind the apostles and to teach them. 
The bible was compiled by the Catholic Church. The New Testament was written by the Catholic Church and inspired by the Holy Spirit. Why would you trust the bible or read it if you didn’t trust the Church who wrote it? And the Church who wrote it was the Catholic Church.
Further, the bible is not enough because the bible needs to be read as the early Catholic Christians read it. And they read it as part of the Catholic Church which was established by Jesus himself. We cannot have the bible without the Church. And without the Church, the bible makes no sense.

During the Protestant Reformation in the 1500’s, the reformers including Martin Luther removed 7 books and parts of others from the bible.
